The Greenstone Public Library accepts no responsibility for the accuracy or quality
of information obtained through the Internet, or for any costs, liabilities or damages
caused by the user. All users need to consider the source of any information
obtained and its validity.

The Greenstone Public Library Board and Staff have no control over the information
accessed through the Internet, and cannot be held responsible for its content.

Parents may find some of the material on the Internet objectionable. As with other
library materials, parents are expected to provide guidance to their children in its
use.

Users will use the Internet for educational, informational and recreational purposes
only, not for unauthorized, illegal or unethical purposes.

. Users will respect the computing environment provided for them.

Users shall adhere to rules of copyright regarding software ownership and licensing.

Users will not attempt to modify or gain access to files, passwords or data belonging
to others; and will not seek unauthorized access to any computer system or damage
or alter software components or any library network database.

Users will not send, receive, or display sexually explicit materials, text/graphics or
access any web sites which are illegal or may reasonably be construed as obscene
or offensive.

Users will report any potential security problems to the Library staff.

Users acknowledge that the Greenstone Public Library reserves the right to
monitor all traffic in and out of the access point, to review any material or user
records to make determinations about whether specific uses of the Internet
are appropriate.

Users will not engage in any form of harassment or profane language on the
Internet.

Users will not vandalize any part of the computer workstation. Vandalism is defined
as any malicious or intentional attempt to harm, alter or destroy hardware, software
or the data of other users, the network or the Internet. Patrons responsible for
vandalism will reimburse the Library for any repairs/replacement required.
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10. Users will not alter the setup of a computer workstation or of the network in any way,
including erasing files or programs, downloading and installing games or other
programs from the Internet, or in ANY OTHER WAY.

11.Users recognize that the Greenstone Public Library Staff may remove privileges
from any individual who does not respect the Library Policy. Staff on duty at the time
of the incident may suspend users for up to one (1) week. Suspensions over one (1)
week and up to 120 days may be made by the Branch Librarian.

Patrons wishing to use the Library’s computers should follow the procedure outlined
below:

1. Sign up at the circulation desk. You may have to wait for a computer to become
available if they are all in use when you sign up. First time users must read this policy
and first time users aged 13 and under must have their parents come into the Library
and sign the Agreement on their behalf.

2. You will have 10 to 60 minutes to use the computer, depending on how many users
are waiting in line.

3. Those that are doing a school, college or university research project, or a personal
project such as a resume, will be given priority in the use of the computers, and may
also be allowed to use the computers for longer than one hour. If you are doing a
project of this nature, please inform Library Staff, who will endeavor to accommodate
your needs.

Please remember the following prohibitions:

NO OBSCENE PHOTOS OR LANGUAGE will be tolerated on the library’s
computers.

No vandalism will be tolerated and will result in immediate loss of privileges.

Violation of the above rules will result in temporary or permanent loss of
computer privileges.

You might receive one warning or no warning at all, according to how serious the
infraction is in the judgment of the Library Staff.
